AFTERMATH

36 men killed by gunfire; 22 women killed by gunfire.
Out of 58 victims, 51 killed with single shot.

21 victims shot in the head or neck.

851 injured including 422 non-fatal wounds from
gunfire.

Bullets traveling at a velocity of about 3,000 feet per
second.

100 round magazines with bump stocks.

Shooter on 32" floor of Mandalay Bay hotel.
Victims shot at over 500 yards.
